Summary for Monthly Finance Report — March 2015

The March 2015 Financial Report provides a summary of the actual financial performance compared to budget for the
first nine manths of the 2014,/2015 financial year.

At the February ordinary Council meeting the Mid Year Budget Review was adopted which is used as the basis of the
Budget in this report.

The actual year to date accounting surplus of 523.65m is 55.28m (28.7%) over the year to date budget.

Income Statement

e The underlying operating surplus is $77 5k (4.9%) less than the year to date budget with operating revenue 5138k
{0.1%) more than budget partially offsetting operating expenditure 5914k (1.1%) more than budget.

e Capital Grants and Contributions is $2.00m more than budget. This is largely due to receipt of road to recovery
grant of 51.39m from the Department of Infrastructure. This was originally expected to be received in the last quarter of
2014/15.

¢ Contributed Assets is 55.22m more than budget. This is largely due to Developer Gifted Assets for Archers Field
52.37m, Sanctuary Park 51.44m, Westwood Run 51.43m and Seven Creeks Estate $706k.

e Written Down Value of Asset Disposals is 51.17m over budget. This is largely due to the write off identified during
Infrastructure assets register review (51.16m).

Capital Works
¢ Yearto date capital expenditure of 517.33m is 52.83m (14%) under the budget. This is largely due to timing of
works for the Greater Shepparton Regional Sports Precinct $1.02m and Central Park Rec Reserve 5239k,

¢ Council has expended 51% of the capital works budget during the first nine manths of the year 2014/2015,

Cash Flow

¢ Net cash inflow from operating activities is 5578k more than the budget. This is largely due to receipt of grants and
contributions and collection of rate debtors. This has been partly offset by payment of the collected Fire Service Levies
to the Victarian State Revenue Office in March.

Balance Sheet
e Yearto date working capital (current assets less current liabilities) is $45.22m which is $4.93m more than the year
to date budget. This is mainly due to an increase in cash and cash equivalents which is often difficult to predict.

e The Reserves (Equity) balance is $3.18m more than budget. This is due to land and building revaluation in
2014/2015 which resulted in revaluation surplus in Land $13.11m and Building $6.39m whereas Land Improvements
recorded a revaluation deficit of $16.32m.

Investments

¢ Total investments of $38.90m is tracking 5668k less than the same time last year with an average interest rate of
3.08%.

¢ Council hasa diverse investment portfolio, which includes local banking institutions and actively manages
investments to preserve capital, manage cash flows and generate return.

Rates Debtors
e Declared rates and charges were recorded in August 2014, The rates lump sum payment and third instalment were
due end of February 2015. The fourth instalment is due end of May 2015.

¢ Ratesdebtors of 512.34m is tracking 5589k more than the same time last year. This is primarily due to the
budgeted increase in the total rates and charges and the increasing use of the 10 monthly direct debit payment option.

Sundry Debtors
e Sundry Debtors of $1.14m is tracking 51.41m lass than the same time last year. Sundry Debtars are within

acceptable limits and are being actively managed.

1 Cash & Cash Equivalents balance is $2.81m more than budget. This is mainly due to increased Capital Grants &
Contributions of $2.00m. The balance of cash varies throughout the year and is difficult to predict.

2 Current Liabilities - Payable is $2.46m less than budget. This is mainly due to payment of the collected Fire Service
Property Levies to the Victorian State Revenue Office $2.83min March.

3 Infrastructure is $3.52m more than budget. This is mainly due to Developer Gifted Assets $5.22m and revaluation surplus
of $3.18m. However, this has been partly offset by the write off identified during an infrastructure assets register review
S1.16m, reduced capital expenditure of $2.83m and increased depreciation of $860k.

4 The Reserves {Equity) balance is $3.18m more than budget. This is due to land and building revaluation in 2014/2015
which resulted in a revaluation surplus in Land $13.11m and Building $6.39m whereas Land Improvements recorded a
revaluation deficit of $16.32m.
